The purpose of the Shantumbu Human Development
Consult is to accelerate the already-ongoing develop-
ment of Shantumbu by creating a comprehensive
 socio-economic development plan. This plan will
launch the Shantumbu Human Development Project to
demonstrate that both social and economic develop-
ment must go hand-in-hand for effective community
revitalization.

Method :

The Consult group will act as a single team using the
common methods of comprehensive planning and
effective education. By applying these methods of
community revitalization the Consult will first chart
|the existing practical vision of the Shantumbu people.
Secondly, they will discern the underlying contradic-
‘tions restraining this practical vision.

Thirdly, they will use the methods to build overall
practical economic and social proposals to deal with
these contradictions. '
Finally, the Consult will enable the Shantumbu people
to build a set of tactical systems to implement these
proposals.

The intent of the Consult is to help people of
Shantumbu build a comprehensive human development
model rising from their hopes and aims and to give
them the practical tools and means to reach these hopes
and aims.
